The new APD Website (http://www.apd.army.mil/default.aspx) has a new search engine. To locate any Army 
publication or form, select [Search] from the Menu, select [ePUBS Search] button, and type in your publication or 
form. Using quotation marks (“ ”) will assist in narrowing your search (for example, “AR 25-30”). If you have any 
questions, comments, or suggestions, please send an email to usarmy.pentagon.hqda.mbx.apd-subscription-
manager@mail.mil. 

APD’s switch to a new ePublishing Tool will replace the current PRTA Indexing database and case tracking 
application. APD has not been accepting publications since mid-May. APD is currently testing the new PRTA 
system. While migrating to the new ePublishing Tool, APD has not been publishing new doctrine. Readers of 
doctrine should expect APD to catch up on the publishing backlog by August 2016.

ATP 3-01.87, Patriot Battery Techniques, provides doctrinal guidance and 
direction for Army Patriot units conducting operations. Planners may use 
the information and recommendations as a baseline for configuring 
software databases and defining the Patriot system into air defense mission 
command architectures. This publication describes various techniques for 
mission accomplishment. It also explains how and why some selected 
techniques are used. This publication complements Patriot technical 
manuals and the Patriot Performance Notebook.

It is intended for AAMDC commanders, their 
staffs, and other Army and joint force elements that coordinate with the 
AAMDC on the conduct of integrated air and missile defense operations 
within a joint operations area. This ATP focuses on the common functions, 
roles, responsibilities, and core capabilities shared by all AAMDCs.

ATP 3-27.3, Ground-Based Midcourse Defense (GMD) Operations, 
provides an overview of Army GMD operations and provides doctrinal 
principles and procedures outlining how to plan, integrate, and execute 
GMD operations. ATP 3-27.3 is consistent and compatible with joint and 
Army doctrine. It is the principle publication for describing GMD 
operations and the Army’s GMD mission in defense of the United States 
homeland, friends, and allies from ballistic missile attack. All aspects of 
this ATP are consistent with the FM 3-27, Army Global Ballistic Missile 
Defense Operations. This ATP also establishes the doctrinal framework for 
GMD Operations in the joint community.
