
Command Sgt. Maj. Turnbull has served in every key leadership position in the Infantry 
from Team Leader to Command Sergeant Major. His assignments include 5/20th Infantry, 
2nd Infantry Division, Camp Casey, Korea; 2/22nd Infantry,10th Mountain Division, Ft.
Drum, NY; he served as Squad Leader through Company First Sergeant in the 2nd Ranger 
Battalion, Ft. Lewis,WA; he then served as the Regimental Reconnaissance Detachment
(RRD), Detachment Sergeant, 75th Ranger Regiment, Ft. Benning, GA. Command Sgt.
Maj. Turnbull participated in Operation Restore Democracy in the Republic of Haiti and 
Operation Safe Haven in the Republic of Panama with the Ranger Regiment.

Upon graduation from the Sergeants Major Course, in 2001, Command Sergeant Major
Turnbull served as the Operations Sergeant Major for 3/21 Infantry, SBCT, Ft. Lewis, WA; 
he was then assigned as the Command Sergeant Major of 1/501st Parachute Infantry 
Regiment, Ft. Richardson, Alaska. He deployed with the Task Force to Afghanistan from
October 2003 to August 2004 in support of Operation Enduring Freedom. In January 2005, 
he was selected as the Brigade Command Sergeant Major for the newly activating 4th 
Brigade Combat Team (Airborne) 25th Infantry Division, Ft. Richardson, Alaska. 
Command Sergeant Major Turnbull deployed with the Spartan Brigade for fourteen
months to Iraq from October 2006 to December 2007. From 2008 until 2012 he served as 
the Command Sergeant Major U.S. Army Alaska.  In July 2012, he was selected as the
Command Sgt. Maj. for Joint Force Headquarters-National Capital Region/U.S. Army
Military District of Washington where he served until March 2015. 

Command Sgt. Maj. Turnbull’s military education includes all Noncommissioned Officer
education system courses. He is a graduate of the U.S. Army Sergeants Major Academy 
(class 52). His additional military training include the First Sergeant Course, Ranger

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Deputy Commanding General, 
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Brigadier General Jeremy Wilson was 
commissioned as an armor officer upon graduation 
from the Citadel in 1996. 

Wilson's initial assignment 
was with 3rd Battalion, 69th Armor Regiment, 1st 
Brigade Combat Team ("Raiders"), 3rd Infantry 
Division, Fort Stewart, Georgia. There, he served as a  
as a tank platoon leader, mortar platoon leader, company executive officer and assistant S3 
(plans). Wilson would be reassigned to 1st Squadron, 7th United States Cavalry, 1st Cavalry 
Division, Fort Hood, Texas. While there, he served as the B Troop commander and 
Headquarters and Headquarters Troop commander. In 2004, he deployed his troop in 
support of Operation Iraqi Freedom as part of the 5th Brigade Combat Team, 1st Cavalry 
Division. 

After completing Naval Command and Staff College, Wilson would be assigned to the 1st 
Brigade Combat Team, 4th Infantry Division ("Raiders"), at Fort Carson, Colorado. During this 
time, he deployed to Afghanistan in support of Operation Enduring Freedom, conducting 
operations in both Regional Command-West and Regional 
Command-South. 

Wilson returned to 4th ID to command 1st Battalion, 68th Armor, 3rd Armored Brigade 
Combat Team, from July 3, 2013 to July 31, 2015. During his time with the "Silver Lions," he 
supported the Global Response Force mission and deployed to Operation Spartan Shield, 
conducting missions in support of Operation Inherent Resolve and across the U.S. Central 
Command area of operations. 

Upon graduating from the Army War College in Carlisle, Pennsylvania, he was then 
reassigned to the National Training Center at Fort Irwin, California, where he served as the 
Chief of Staff. In 2018, Wilson assumed command of the 2nd Armored Brigade Combat 
Team, 1st Cavalry Division, Fort Hood, Texas, where he led the brigade deployment in 
support of Operation Atlantic Resolve. Wilson would go on to serve as the Chief of Staff for 
the 4th ID from July 2020 - June 2022. He served as the 3rd ID Deputy Commander-Support 
from 2022 to 2023 and the 3rd ID Deputy Commanding General-Maneuver from 2023 to 
2024. Wilson is currently serving as the Deputy Commanding General, Combined Arms 
Center-Training (CAC-T), Fort Leavenworth, Kansas. 

Wilson is a graduate of both the Naval Command and Staff College, Newport, Rhode Island, 
and the Army War College, Carlisle, Pennsylvania.
